VIII. The customary benediction may be given [from the Roman mass:

Ghost.”]; or else the one from Numbers 6 [:24-27], which the Lord him-

self appointed:

“The Lord bless us and keep us. The Lord make his face shine upon us 

and be gracious unto us.
